In this module, students learn a lot of knowledge and vocabulary about animals through reading
a range of multi-modal texts. Students learn a lexical set of animals, their body parts and
characteristics, strengths, habitats, diets, etc.

In the pre-writing task, students are guided to search information about their favourite animals and
construct their ideas in a mind map. Then, students need to organize their ideas in an appropriate
way.

After the drafting stage, students also learn revising and editing skills to improve their writing.
Students are more confident of presenting their writing after improving their own writing. Process
writing enables students to become an independent writer.

Students are eager to search the information, write their ideas and share the writing in this module.

Teachers’ opinion:

This writing task is well-linked to the textbook unit about helping at home. It provides an interesting
context for students to recycle the language structure acquired in the textbook unit about doing
chores at home using simple present tense.

In this writing task, students experience the process writing that students need to revise, evaluate,
share and present their articles, which nurture the students’ knowledge and skills in SDL.

The pre-writing task activates students’ schemata by recalling their world knowledge about the
types of housework they can help at home. The pre-writing task enables students to go through the
thinking process and link the writing task to their daily lives. After it, students also learn to construct
their ideas in paragraphs in a logical way, which develops their logical thinking skills. Meanwhile, they
need to put themselves into the shoes of the characters and write the dialogues by understanding
the characters’ feelings and intonation. This story has successfully stimulated students’ creativity.

Through this writing task, students are more able to construct their stories gradually from group
brainstorming to independent writing. Students are a step closer to become a creative independent
writer.

Students read the Charfie and the Chocolafe Faclfory book and are given the task to invent a chocolate that
performs a function and present it to their classmates. Lesson was focused on enhancing their creativity and
English-speaking skills.

Instructional design:

To provide ample opportunities for students to
- understand the concept of inventions and how to think out of the box

- enhance their creativity by connecting the book and previous linguistic knowledge
- boost interaction among students with in-class presentations

Learning objectives:

+  Use descriptive and persuasive language to prepare their scripts

+  Usedifferent verbs, nouns and adjectives to come up with their inventions name

+  express views and listen to others ideas through class presentations

Teaching procedures and activities:

1. Warm-up and introduce the task to students

2. Students’ work in pairs to decide upon the sweet they want to invent.

Teachers’ opinion:

The storybook Charlie and the Chocolate Factory served as the inspiration for this writing and speaking
assignment. Students were given an engaging assignment to utilize their creative thinking to develop their own
chocolate that can perform a special function.

They had the opportunity to discuss their thoughts with partners and use their speaking abilities to articulate
their views clearly through the pre-writing assignments. After completing their pre-writing tasks, students create
their presentation scripts. Short presentation scripts were used because the emphasis in this lesson was mainly
on participation and effective spoken English.

Students presented their inventions clearly in front of the class. Ideas were extremely creative where they
thought out of the box and found out ways to use the invention to tackle the problems around them and the
world. This increased the interest of other students as they listened even carefully to comment on it better.

Their peers' comments and questions about their invention helped them understand where they needed to make
improvements, and some of them were able to thoroughly elaborate their ideas while clearing their classmates
doubts about their inventions. They improved their argumentation abilities as a result.

Overall, students have a better understanding of presentations and the interaction among students was
